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“The Forest Festival of the Arts Okayama: Clear-skies
Country” is an international art festival held across 12 cities,
towns, and villages in the northern part of Okayama
Prefecture. Artworks will be exhibited in the five
municipalities of Tsuyama, Maniwa, Kagamino, Nagi, and
Niimi, across diverse natural landscapes, including forests,
streams, waterfalls, caves, and highlands, and in historic
surroundings, including former castle towns and roads that
retain traces of the past going back to the Edo period
(1603-1868). There are all sorts of things in the forest, and it
is not possible to grasp them all at once.
